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Try to turn this story into a nifty, interesting, short sidebar for a news magazine like Time that will run with a larger article about America's inability to elect a female president. Finally, edit for grammar, concision, clarity, typos, consistency, spelling, tense, usage (Is it gristly, grisly, or grizzled? Is it gibe or jibe?   Many American households are changed due to dual income families with women entering the political and business arenas comma and Smith says that Clinton brought this to the public attention more than anyone except maybe Eleanore Roosevelt.


"She's so awesome, but also so annoying. So many people are afraid of Clinton. The public's response to Hillary shows that America is just not ready for a strong female leader, despite the reality of our daily lives and the roles women perform -- and well."   tense

The reason Clinton generated so much controversy is because she reflects the kinds of many, myriad changes going on in families in today's society with women and there is no consensus on those issues, Smith writes.  Clinton was the first first lady to enter the white house who previously had a professional career in the legal world, the first women to enter the White House in the middle of her own career comma and the first women to be the primary women supporter during her career, supporting her husband and child. As a couple Hillary and Bill were the first to present themselves as a couple in an equal partnership, a phenonamom that has waked the public to a new era.

They did it visibily and openly, telling the public to elect them as a couple, according to smith.


In polls many women said that the reason they liked Hilary Clinton is because they were glad that she demonstrates different, alternative views and standards for women, but it possibly hurt Clinton's campageign and presidency.


Smith says that studies show that some husbands achieve their position because of the assistance and support that wives give them. "Who knows where Bill Clinton would be today without Hillary?" smiles Smith.
